THE CONSTITUTION AND BY-LAWS OF 

“THE CLASS PACK”

ARTICLE I
1. The name of this club shall be “The Class Pack”.

ARTICLE II
1. The objective of this Club is to promote interest in various forms of motor sport activity.

2. To create good fellowship and sportsmanship among members of this and other Clubs.

3. To uphold the principles of good government.

4. To conduct Club functions and activities in a manner befitting members of motor sports and to encourage a better understanding of motor sports as a constructive sport among members of the public, press, and law enforcement agencies.
5. To promote safety in driving, vehicle maintenance, and overall vehicle operation.

ARTICLE III

1. Membership shall be granted to any person of good character interested in motor sport activities as a constructive sport.

2. All new prospective members must have a club sponsor and attend two consecutive meetings with sponsor.  Approval pending after said number of meetings attended.

3. Membership shall be for a household with the spouse having voting privileges.  Children in the household must be 16 years of age and be a paid member to have voting privileges.

4. Any member who has not paid their dues by September meeting will be sent one reminder and then be dropped from the mailing list.

ARTICLE IV
1. All nominees for any office must be members in good standing.

2. All elected and/or appointed officers must remain members in good standing for the duration of their term of office.  If not, it will be left up to the discretion of the board to take action.

3. All officers shall hold their office for one calendar year, or until their successors are duly qualified.

4. Nominations for officers will be held at the regular October meeting.  No declines or refusals may be made at this time. This gives each nominated member a month to accept or refuse his or her nominations.  At the close of nominations for the office being voted on, a ballot will be given to all members in attendance.  Nominations will reopen for the remaining offices until each office is filled.  The current officers will tally the votes and announce the results.  The newly elected officers will take office at the January meeting or at the first of the year if a special meeting is called prior to the regular scheduled meeting.

ARTICLE V

1. The President will preside over all meetings of the Club, act as ex-officio member of all committees, issue the call for special meetings, schedule regular meetings and be sure they are held in accordance to this constitution.

2. The internal vice-president will perform all the duties of the President in his absence, give notice of all regular and special meetings of the membership, based on directives from the President, act as ex-officio of all internal events (phone chain, tours, trips, etc.)
3. External Vice-President will serve as the Club public relations director offering news stories and reports to publications and act as ex-officio of all external events.

4. The Secretary will handle all incoming/outgoing mail, record and maintain the minutes of the meetings of the Club, and maintain membership records.

5. The Treasurer will supervise all records of the Club, maintain the Club accounting books, make regular reports of the Club’s financial status to the membership, maintain corporation papers and all transactions thereof.

6. The Board of Directors can combine the office of Internal Vice-President and External Vice-President at their discretion prior to nominations.

ARTICLE VI

1. A majority of members constitutes a quorum.

2. Regular meetings shall be each month at a time and place set forth by the President.

3. Special meetings may be called by the President.

4. All meetings shall be held in a business like manner.

5. Committees of the Club shall be formed as needed.

6. Corporation Board of Directors shall be the last active President and the current officers, with the Chairman of the Board being the last acting President.

ARTICLE VII

1. Delegations will be appointed by the President, but are subject to the approval of the membership, to represent the Club at any convention, meeting, or assembly that may be deemed necessary.

2. Any/all delegations are authorized to exercise only those powers specifically vested in them by the membership.

3. Mileage allowance of $.20 per mile each way may be given to any Club member having to travel for Club business.  Prior notification and approval by the Board of Directors is required.  These expenses should be taken from the appropriate event account or Club account.

ARTICLE VIII

1. The Club Constitution and by-laws may be amended at any regular or special meeting of the membership in attendance to which there is a quorum.

2. Approved and accepted amendments take effect IMMEDIATELY.

ARTICLE IX

1.  Requests for sponsorship or financial contributions from individuals or other organizations will be brought before the Board of Directors for preliminary approval prior to a regular scheduled Club meeting.  If approved by the Board of Directors, a motion may be made and a vote taken at the next regular scheduled meeting, if time permits.  If time does not permit, the board has the authority to approve the request.  A $100.00 maximum contribution may be made.
